Agenda Item Narrative

Consider holding a Public Hearing on February 4, 2026 to vacate 2000 feet of Butler
Terrace from a point of 850" east of Utah Road.

Background

The Public Works Department received requests from all three adjacent landowners to
vacate the road right-of-way in Franklin County along Butler Terrace roadway starting 850
feet east of Utah Road. The requested road vacation approximately covers 2000 feet of
Butler Terrace. The request results from recurring difficulties with trespassing and damage
to private property along this minimum maintenance stretch of road. Public Works and
Planning and Zoning has spoken with applicants representatives to discuss the
ramifications of the proposed road vacation on future building or land development.

Specific Action Requested

Motion to approve holding a Public Hearing on February 4, 2026 to vacate 2000 feet of
Butler Terrace.
