Agenda Item Narrative

Participate in tour of certain County roads for purposes of inspecting road conditions and
contemplating the highest and best use of Franklin County's 2026 chip and seal funds.

Background

The Franklin County Public Works Department has an annual chip and seal budget. For
many years, those funds were spent in a predetermined section of the County, and that
section rotated each year, ensuring that each paved road in the County received attention
at least every 4 to 5 years. Over the last couple of years, the County has started moving
away from that, towards using those funds on the roads that need them most each yeair,
regardless of where they are located. The purpose of this item is to drive the
Commissioners to certain locations around the County so that they can actually see the
roads that County staff are recommending for improvement and learn why they are making
those recommendations. The actual decisions regarding how the chip and seal funds will
be used will be made at a later date.
