Review and discuss FY2027 Adult Comprehensive Plan Grant Application.

Background

In December 2025, we received notice of our FY2027 funding allocation for adult
community correctional services. The amount indicated, $740,442.91, which represents a
decrease of $63.84 from the amount awarded in our current fiscal year. Each year
agencies are required to submit a comprehensive plan grant application to KDOC for the
ensuing fiscal year. The application details our resources and programs that will be used
to meet evidence-based principles in FY2027.

Data collected during FY2025 drives the agency plans for FY2027. The application
includes details on programming offered, organizational needs, and prioritizing of
behavioral health services. This application was approved by the Fourth Judicial District
Community Corrections Advisory Board on February 17, 2026.
