Background

Community Corrections is seeking approval of its plan to utilize grant funding in the
amount of $740,442.91 to fund adult community correctional services in FY27. Each year,
agencies are required to submit a comprehensive plan grant application to the Kansas
Department of Corrections (KDOC) for the ensuing fiscal year. The plan details our current
resources, programs, and objectives to meet evidence-based practices in FY27.

This application was approved by the Fourth Judicial District Community Corrections
Advisory Board on February 17, 2026. The plan was reviewed by the Franklin County
Commissioners on March 2, 2026. Since then, estimated dollar amounts for expenditures
and in-kind services provided by Franklin County were added to page 21 of the
application.
